Overview

The Kyoto Protocol was ratified by the Russian Federation in late 2004 and legally came into force on February 16th 2005.   The benefits that will flow to the Russian Government and Industry from the Kyoto Protocol will depend upon the creation of effective institutions, communication processes and collaboration platforms.  
Under the SEPS-3 Programme, funded by DEFRA and managed by the British Council, AEA Technology (UK) and the Russian Regional Environmental Center have reviewed the institutional arrangements and organisational capacity for implementation of the Kyoto Protocol in Russia in consultation with a wide range of stakeholders in government, industry and academia.

This seminar will present the findings of their research and address the following questions regarding the Kyoto Protocol in Russia:

· What institutional barriers exist to effective implementation of the protocol?

· What are the perspectives for monitoring, inventory and registry activities?

· How should the Kyoto flexible mechanisms be managed? 

· How can UK experience benefit Russia in developing a Kyoto strategy?
